1.	Apologies for absence

2.	Declarations of pecuniary and other interests
None were declared.

3.	Minutes of previous meeting 03rd September 2018
These were agreed as a true and accurate record of the meeting and signed by the Chairman.

4.	Issues arising from the last meeting
It was confirmed that the naming of the new development at Broadridge View followed all protocol as set out by DCC.

5.	Update from the Chairman
The Chairman wished to thank Peter and Nichola Radbournefor their fantastic work in replacing the wooden structure of the Multi Play in the Play Park. Their expertise was invaluable. 

6.	Democratic discussion period
The hedges along Dorchester Road were again mentioned.
Cllr Legg apologized as he had not got around to speaking to the residents but will soonest.
It was also mentioned that the cut through by the play park was overgrown and it would seem a good idea to form a working party to cut it back.

11.		Replacement of zip wire components and parts
It was noted on the inspection report that the zip wire brake needed replacing. On further examination it was agreed that the wire was also in need of repair. However, the cost would greatly exceed the current budget.
It was unanimously agreed to replace both the seat brake and wire with the money coming from Play Park reserves. 

12.		Initial Precept discussion
It was agreed not the raise the Precept.
Cllr Newman suggested that the biggest liability was the Play park and that the budget for this should increase.
