Below are maps showing the groundwater and fluvial flood alerts and warnings that are provided by the Environment Agency.  The Environment Agency does not provide a warning service for surface water.  In communities affected by surface water flooding, including run off, we advise signing up to receive the Met Office Weather Warnings which can be done online at www.metoffice.gov.uk or download the app.











There are 2 Flood Alerts and 1 Flood Warning relevant for Sydling St Nicholas:
Flood Alert Area – Upper Frome and Tributaries (outlined in blue, below). This is for tributaries between Toller Whelme and Dorchester.  
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Flood Alert Area – Groundwater flooding in the West of Dorset (outlined in blue, below) – you can see this covers a large area – larger than the map below. A Flood Alert is when low lying land and roads are expected to be affected by flooding.  Property flooding is not expected at this level. People have to opt in to receive the flood alert – eg they may wish to receive this earlier alert if there are early actions they need to take for livestock or home resilience measures.  
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Flood Warning for Groundwater flooding for the Sydling (hatched area, outlined in blue, below). This covers area for Up Sydling and Sydling St Nicholas. This is a smaller area where properties could be affected by groundwater flooding. Please note that not all properties within the flood warning area will be affected, but there is a risk.  A flood warning is time to take action and prepare your property and put into place any property flood resilience measures.
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
