The Chairman expressed the view that the payphone should be retained as an emergency back-up because of the very poor mobile signal in the village.  Cllr Newman said that the service should be kept as long as possible. Cllr G Durack made the point that thepayphone was a necessary facility not only for residents but for visitors. Cllr Tucker said that payphone should be kept, being was an historic asset of the village and for emergency use. There was a brief discussion as to whether the phone box itself should be bought from BT if the phone was decommissioned but no decision concerning this was taken. Cllr Hole was concerned that the box may be vandalised if retained. The Council voted by a majority to oppose the removal of this payphone. The Clerk agreed to make appropriate comments to Dorset Council planning.
