1.	Apologies for absence
Cllr Fowler sent his apologises.
2.	Declarations of pecuniary and other interests
No interests were declared.
3.	Minutes of previous meeting 09th January 2017
These were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman.
4.	Issues arising from the last meeting
There were no issues from the last meeting other than those on the agenda.	
5.	Update from the Chairman
The Chairman had no further matters other than those on the agenda.
6.	Correspondence requiring discussion or action
There was no correspondence for this meeting.
7.	To receive reports from the County & District Councillors
Cllr Penfold read out an email she had received from Paul Derrien, housing enabling officer at WDDC. In short, the developer would be submitting a variation to the planning application of Sherrin’s Farm which will change the social / affordable housing allocation from 5 to 4. He was happy to attend a meeting to explain this in detail and take any questions. Andrew Martin, also from WDDC confirmed to Cllr Penfold that the Parish Council would be consulted on this matter. 
If further details are required please contact the Clerk.

Resolution:
The Parish Council would take Mr Derrien up on his offer. The Clerk and Cllr Penfold would liaise on this matter.

Cllr Haynes opening by saying that 3 Councils (East, Purbeck and Christchurch) voted against the LGR proposal. The matter continues and would go to government. She was alarmed at the media reports on social care but stated that DCH would coping well.
She continued by talking buses. DCC were continuing to look at alternative ways of utilizing the rural buses better. Options included:

1.	Enabling the public to use the secondary school bus with payment
2.	Offering a different type of subsidy
3.	Contracting a commercial company to plan their own school route (paid by DCC) and thus affording the said company the opportunity to advertise the route for potential paying customers.


8.	Democratic discussion period
A concern was raised as to the visibility on the road from the A37 to the village in extreme weather conditions namely fog. It was suggested that a clear fluorescent paint (which glows when light is shined upon it) be applied to the trees on to alert drivers to the edge of the road.

Resolution:
The Clerk was requested to contact DCC Highways and establish their thoughts on this.

Matters regarding the agenda and minutes were again raised. The issue revolved around more information being required on the agenda and minutes so that the public had more of an idea on the subject. 

Resolution:
The Chairman stated that the Council continued to be very content with both the agenda and minutes. All matters are discussed in full at the meetings. The agenda was left slightly grey in order for the elected representatives to discuss and expand on the items. All other matters are contained within the Standing Orders. No further action was to be taken at this point.
